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Algebra Class Information
Synopsis of Class

This Algebra course is a rigorous course, which is taught at the level of the Accelerated Algebra High School course.  Some of the topics presented are properties of real numbers, function notation, and evaluation of variable expressions.  The student will learn to solve equations and inequalities, graph functions, and solve systems of linear equations.  Also, the course includes the study of non-linear relationships, which includes operations with exponents and radicals, polynomial expressions, and solutions to quadratic equations.  Finally, the student will learn to solve and graph quadratic equations.  Throughout this course, algebraic skills will be linked to problem solving in all areas.
This class will help each student:

· Apply skills and knowledge to make connections to real world situations and problems.
· Become a better, more efficient, problem solver and appreciate how having mathematical knowledge and skills, including basic algebraic skills, can simplify the process.

· Better communicate using the language of mathematics.
· Prepare for advancement into Geometry and Algebra 2.
